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A Call to Urgent and Unceasing Prayer for the Middle East 
 
At a %me of deep conflict and uncertainty across the Middle East, Chris%ans are called to respond 
with prayer, compassion, and hope. This prayer guide offers four themes to help focus our prayers for 
those suffering, those serving, and those leading in this difficult moment. 

Pray for Peace and Protec-on 

"Blessed are the peacemakers, for they will be called children of God." 
MaAhew 5:9 

Across the region, civilians are living with fear, displacement, and the trauma of violence. Families 
are separated, homes are destroyed, and many face uncertainty about the future. 
 
Prayer prompts 
Pray for an immediate reduc%on in violence and protec%on for civilians. 
Ask God to guard communi%es living under threat and bring comfort to those who are grieving. 
Pray for children and families experiencing fear and trauma. 
Pray that truth, restraint, and wisdom would prevail over anger and retalia%on. 
 

Prayer 
Lord Jesus, Prince of Peace, 

look with mercy on the people of the Middle East. 
Protect those in danger, comfort those who mourn, 

and bring an end to violence and suffering. 
 

Pray for Hospitals, Aid Workers, and the Vulnerable 

"The Lord is close to the broken-hearted and saves those who are crushed in spirit." 
Psalm 34:18 

Hospitals, clinics, and humanitarian organisa%ons are working under immense pressure, caring for 
the wounded and suppor%ng communi%es facing severe hardship. 

Prayer prompts 
Pray for doctors, nurses, and medical staff working %relessly in dangerous condi%ons. 
Pray for access to medicines, equipment, and humanitarian aid. 
Ask God to strengthen those caring for the wounded and trauma%sed. 
Pray for protec%on and provision for hospitals serving the most vulnerable. 
 

Prayer 
God of compassion, 

strengthen all who are caring for the sick and wounded. 
Give them courage, wisdom, and endurance, 

and provide the resources they need to bring healing and hope. 
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Lord God, 
in a world wounded by conflict, 

teach us to be people of prayer, compassion, and peace. 
Stand with all who suffer in the Middle East, 

and bring the day when swords are beaten into ploughshares 
and na@ons learn war no more. 

 

Pray for the Church and Chris-an Witness 

"You are the light of the world. A city set on a hill cannot be hidden." 
MaAhew 5:14 

Chris%an communi%es across the Middle East con%nue to worship, serve, and support their 
neighbours even in the midst of conflict. We remember especially the leadership of figures including  
Archbishop Hosam Naoum and churches such as St George's Cathedral, Jerusalem, which remain 
places of prayer, reconcilia%on, and hope. 
 
Prayer prompts 
Pray for church leaders guiding their communi%es through fear and uncertainty. 
Pray that churches would be places of refuge, compassion, and reconcilia%on. 
Ask God to strengthen the Chris%an witness of peace and love in the region. 
Pray that believers would remain courageous and faithful.

Faithful God, 

strengthen your Church across the Middle East. 
Give wisdom to its leaders, courage to its people, 

and may their witness shine with the light of Christ. 
 

Pray for Wisdom, Jus-ce, and Reconcilia-on  

"Seek peace and pursue it." 
Psalm 34:14 

The path toward peace requires wisdom, courage, humility, and a commitment to jus%ce and 
reconcilia%on. 
 
Prayer prompts 
Pray for poli%cal and community leaders making decisions that affect millions of lives. 
Ask God to so[en hearts hardened by hatred and fear. 
Pray for courageous efforts toward dialogue, reconcilia%on, and las%ng peace. 
Pray that Chris%ans everywhere would refuse to see their neighbours as enemies.

God of jus%ce and mercy, 
guide those who hold power and responsibility. 

Turn hearts away from violence and toward peace, 
and open pathways for reconcilia%on and healing.
